Through its International Cooperation Department
World ORT strengthens and supports communities,
broadening employment opportunities for all
and helping people become self-sufficient.
Supporters of World ORT throughout the world raise
funds to provide education and training programmes
in both developed and developing countries.
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STRENTHENING COMMUNITIES

SOUTH AFRICA

RT South Africa provides an extensive range
of training courses to improve employability
in disadvantaged sectors of society. ORT

programmes serve both the Jewish and the wider
communities of South Africa.

ORT JET continues to offer support for Jewish
businesses, providing access to mentoring, transfer of
business skills and business development guidance, as
well as access to relevant business support information,
potential business networks and markets.

In 2008, 62 businesses were helped, bringing the total to
over 200 since inception of the project, and the consultant
database has 300 registered volunteer mentors. ORT
JET has also launched two new initiatives: JETjobs —
a job placement networking forum, and JETpages —
an internet-based and print-based business directory
where small Jewish-owned businesses can register and
advertise their services or products free of charge. There
are currently more than 400 businesses advertised. JET
BEST (Business Education and Skills training) courses
have educated individuals on the basics of effective
business practice. ORT JET Cape Town has doubled in

size since its recent launch.

ORT South Africa’s Educator Empowerment Business
Unit is committed to change in the education system in
South Africaand its focus is on educators and educational
managers. The approach involves workshops, materials
and classroom-based support and empowers educators
to grasp the relevant concepts and skills as well as
challenging them to become life-long learners.

ORT South Africa provides an
extensive range of training courses
to improve employability in
disadvantaged sectors of society.

ORT South Africa continues to train educators in areas
such as Soweto, Alexandra and Mitchell’s Plain, all
disadvantaged areas, as well as in Jewish day schools.
More than 1,000 educators were trained in 2008,
benefitting 40,000 learners countrywide.

The Skills Development Business Unit provides
opportunities aimed at empowering people through
career development and attitude training. In 2008 ORT
South Africa partnered with the Sector Education and
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Training Authority for Finance and Accounting. One
hundred finance students completed an intensive five-
week work readiness programme run by ORT South
Africa. The high demand for these trained students
has resulted in employment opportunities that bring
financial means to many families as well as fulfilment
and increased self-esteem for the individuals involved.

ORT South Africa has also embarked on a project
with the City of Johannesburg, developing a workforce
programme for companies that need to match job
opportunities with employee skills. The programme
will identify labour demands and then through a careful
screening and training process, channel the unemployed
into pre-arranged employment opportunities. The
programme is designed to function as a poverty
alleviation measure.

US ORT OPERATIONS

US ORT Operations is responsible for the
administration of Bramson ORT College in New York,
technical institutes in Los Angeles and Chicago, and
four ORT computer centres located in Miami, Atlanta,
Cleveland, and Detroit. Over the past two decades these
institutions have trained more than 100,000 Jewish
refugees and immigrants, mostly from the former
Soviet Union and Iran. Today, most of the students
come from American secondary schools. These ORT
colleges continue to introduce special programmes for
high school students through which they can complete
their general equivalency diploma and associate degrees
from the local Jewish community and Yeshivot and the
schools combined.

Bramson ORT College, New York, graduated 146 students
in 2008. The college offers quality technical post secondary
courses to meet the educational and career needs of the New
York community. Degree programmes include Accounting,
Business Management, Computer Technology, Electronics
Technology, Medical Technology and Office Technology.
The college continued to expand the range of courses taught
using distance learning via the internet.

Los Angeles ORT Technical Institute graduated 329
students in 2008. Los Angeles ORT offers certificate
programmes in ESL (English as a second Language),
Computerised Accounting, CAD (Computer Aided
Design), and Computer Graphics. A new Associate
of Applied Science degree in Business Management
was introduced and structured to attract graduates
from the certificates in Computerized Accounting and
Administrative Assistant programmes to transfer their
credits to this new programme.

Zarem/Golde ORT Technical Institute, a branch
campus of Los Angeles ORT Technical Institute located
in Chicago, graduated 286 students in 2008. Zarem/
Golde launched its AAS in Accounting programme as
well as its Pharmacy Technician programme in 2007
and enrolment has grown since then. The Medical
Assistant Clinical programme cohort was inaugurated
in 2008 and work on the Medical Assistant Laboratory
was completed.

The ORT e-Learning Centre in Brooklyn, New York,
has demonstrated success in the growth of its student
population and recognition of the ORT name by
Jewish day schools and its student body. The techniques
developed, the curricula, and the personal expertise can
be used in other centres throughout the nation.

The David B. Hermelin ORT Resource Centre in
Detroit provides critical technology skills to under-
employed and unemployed workers in south-eastern
Michigan. Its eight and ninth sessions of Better Job
Opportunities (BJO) course in the Microsoft Office
Suite graduated 30 students in 2008 and the tenth
and eleventh sessions are scheduled to begin in
2010. The centre also works with religious schools
in the community serving hundreds of children with
computer-based lessons, Judaic software and creative
pursuits including digital photography and movie
making. In addition, the centre provides technology
support to the greater Jewish community and to
individuals on a variety of platforms.

ORT Atlanta Technical Resource Centre provides
technology and educational support services to nearly



2,300 students in four K-8th grade schools (The Epstein
School, Greenfield Hebrew Academy, Torah Day School
of Atlanta, and Davis Academy) and three high schools
(Yeshiva Atlanta, Temima High School for Girls and
Yeshiva Ohr Yisrael). In addition, ORT Atlanta provides
advanced technology support to the teaching staff and
administration of those institutes, as well as the local
offices of ORT America and a growing outreach into
other Jewish institutions and agencies.

The Cleveland ORT/JECC Partnership for
Technology works jointly supporting seven educational
institutions: Agnon School, Hebrew Academy (3
buildings), Fuchs Mizrachi School, Gross Schechter
Day School, Jewish Community Centre and JECC
with more than a thousand users locally and remotely.
Cleveland’s computer network consists of more than
650 workstations and laptops and about 40 servers and
other educational technology tools.

The Hillel ORT Technology Centre in North Miami
Beach, Florida serves more than 1,500 students. The
ORT technical coordinator, along with the other
members of the technology team, oversees computer
clubs and classes in all three school divisions: elementary,
middle school and high school. Since the summer of
2008, nine interactive whiteboards have been installed
in classrooms and a ‘short throw’ advanced model was
also deployed in three classes. This technology increases
student participation. The move to server-based software
will enable students and staff access to grades, study
materials and a virtual learning library from any location
and from any computer.

WORLD ORT INTERNATIONAL
COOPERATION

Established in 1960, ORT International Cooperation
(IC) has implemented more than 350 projects in almost
100 countries at the request of international agencies,
national governments, local communities and private
companies. IC projects are financed by development
institutions including the World Bank, the African

Over the years, IC has earned a reputation for excellence
in providing technical assistance, training and capacity
building services in a wide variety of sectors. Some of
the many programmes include technical and vocational
education and training, health and nutrition, mother
and child care, agriculture and rural development, good
governance and democracy building, transportation,

and other fields.

GABON

Support to the Ministry of Technical Education and
Vocational Training: From mid-2006 through to late
2008, ORT International Cooperation implemented
a technical assistance contract that strengthened the
technical education and vocational training system
throughout Gabon. The ORT team worked closely with
the Ministry of Technical Education and Vocational
Training to implement a national strategic plan to reduce
poverty. The project helped to establish the reintegration
of youth into the country’s education system, enhance
training of trainers, introduce new technologies,
strengthen project management, and formulate a plan
of action for human resources development.

NAMIBIA

Skills, Opportunities, Self-Reliance (SOS): The
Skills, Opportunities and Self-Reliance (SOS)
programme in Namibia was established in 2004.
The start-up phase was jointly funded by the
United Nations and the OPEC Development Fund.
Programme activities were expanded in September
2005 when ORT International Cooperation secured
a four-year funding commitment from USAID/
Namibia, through the U.S. President’s Emergency
Fund for AIDS Relief (PEPFAR). The funding
providessupportfor thisvital programme until August

World ORT Board member Dr Gideon
Meyer was the first to identify the Tunis
communitys need forup-to-datetechnological
training during a visit in 2004. As a result
of that visit, a new World ORT Computer
Laboratory was inaugurated in November
2007 at the Chabad School of Tunis,
a project that could herald future ORT
projects in North Africa for both the Jewish

and wider communities.

The new facility would not only help the
school’s 60 students, but the whole Jewish
community by being available for informal
education and training programmes. The
ICT Centre, which is funded by ORT
Netherlands, comes amid work to set up a
new ORT Tunisia Committee. In addition to
computers, internet connection and ancillary

equipment for the ICT centre already in

place, World ORT provides ongoing training

and equipment upgrading. The Lubavitch-
run school is centrally located in a building
that used to house one of World ORTs two
local schools from 1950. The other former
ORT school building is now the University
of Tunis’s faculty of Political Science.

2009. The Namibian SOS programme activities are
implemented by ORT IC in cooperation with a
consortium of local partners in three municipalities of

Namibia (Windhoek, Rehoboth, and Otjivarongo).

The overall goal of the SOS Namibia programme is
to enhance the lives and development of orphaned
and vulnerable youth and reduce the social and
economic impact of HIV/AIDS on households and
communities. The programme is providing valuable
lessons for replication and scaling up in other
municipalities and countries in the region.

SENEGAL

Disabled Youth Project: ORT, in partnership with
the Serigne Bamba Ndiaye Foundation in Dakar, and
the Centre for Professional Insertion in Geneva, began
this project in October 2007. The project is funded by
the City of Geneva, Switzerland. The main objective
is the creation of a training centre for physically
disabled young men and women between 17 and 25
years of age in Dakar, the capital city of Senegal. The
centre will promote socioeconomic inclusion and
self-reliance, primarily through the acquisition of
professional skills. The long-term aim is to expand the
project by increasing the number of disabled students
and trainers in the centre, and also to provide a wider
variety of training.

SOUTH AFRICA

Limpopo Capacity Building Project: With Hewlett
Packard funding from late 2007 until late 2008, ORT
International Cooperation and ORT South Africa
together filled the need for ongoing training in Hewlett
Packard’s i-community programme by providing
technical assistance to two South African NGOs.

The training will help the NGOs to establish themselves
in the ICT market, and to find sustainable sources of
funding in order to become operationally independent.
ORT’s work in Limpopo was vital, as there are not
enough quality and affordable ICT and skills training

courses available.



Dikhatole Community Project: This project, jointly
implemented by World ORT International Cooperation
and ORT South Africa, began in January 2002 and was
completed at the end of 2008.

Since 2003, the project has been financed by the City
and State of Geneva, Switzerland (Canton de Genéve).
The main focus was to provide meaningful support to
the marginalized community of Dikhatole, a very poor
neighbourhood of Johannesburg. This was achieved
through providing or facilitating a range of services and
support to different target groups in the community,
including women, youth, the unemployed, community
based organizations and schools. ORT’s approach was
to support community development at the grassroots
level, building the capacity of community based
organizations and other local institutions and individuals
from Dikhatole to bring about positive change in their
community.

TUNISIA

Technical Training: ORT helped to create a new
computer laboratory at the Lubavitch School in
Tunis. In addition to computers, internet connection,
and ancillary equipment for the ICT centre, ORT is
providing ongoing IT training to students and teachers,
as well as equipment upgrades.

ANDAMAN AND NICOBAR ISLANDS

Computer Education for schools of Port Blair: Since
the tsunami tragedy of 2004, ORT has been actively
involved in the Andaman and Nicobar Education
Quality Improvement Programme (ANEQIP) in Port
Blair, capital of the Andaman and Nicobar Islands in
the Indian Ocean. ORT has helped to raise the standard
of education for the Islanders by providing quality
education and training, extracurricular activities,
moral and values programmes, disaster management

programmes and social service awareness programimes.

In total 12,500 students and teachers from 20 schools
adopted by ORT have benefited from ORT’s ANEQIP.
In order to improve the quality of IT education the

government of Andaman and Nicobar Islands granted
permission for supply and installation of computers
with accessories and software to the five schools in Port
Blair. A modest computer centre is being set-up that
will provide a new kind of learning experience for the
islanders.
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FUNDRAISING COUNTRIES

ORT AMERICA

RT America was formed in 2007 after the
Omerger of American ORT (founded in 1922)
and Women’s American ORT (founded in
1927). It was officially recognized in April 2007 at a
celebratory Inaugural Convention in Washington DC.
ORT America is the leading fundraising organization for

World ORT and has eleven regional offices and nearly
400 chapters throughout the United States.

ORT America is devoted to identifying and developing
emerging leaders, as well as increasing efforts to engage
the next generation of ORT supporters. Throughout
2007 and 2008, ORT America made a concerted effort
to identify, cultivate and engage the next generation
participants of under 40 years of age to become involved,
initially targeting participation in Miami, Metropolitan

Chicago, and Los Angeles.

In addition, Teens for Teens iMitzvah Project was
designed to motivate teenagerstobecomeinvolved in their
community through volunteer work and fundraising for
the ORT programme, while engaging them in zzedakah
(charitable giving) and zikkun olam (making the world
a better place) as they perform meaningful projects for
their bar/bat mitzvah. Bar/bat mitzvah students choose
to sponsor one of two life-changing ORT programmes:
Students at Risk — a programme to provide assistance
to socially disadvantaged students in Israel or Adopt a
Computer — buying a personal computer for a needy
ORT student in another country. Members have been
encouraged to visit ORT programmes around the world,

including participation in a humanitarian mission to
Cuba in 2008. The first mission under the auspices of
ORT America will be a visit to ORT programmes in
Argentina and Uruguay, and is scheduled for November
2009. A mission to Israel is being planned for 2010.

ORT America Champions, a monthly online giving
campaign, allowed contributors to make a minimum
twelve-month pledge to be debited monthly from
their credit cards. Guardians, ORT America’s new
recognition campaign, honoured those who have
supported ORT for 25, 30, 40 and 50 or more years.
The ORT Alumni Association was formed with Esteban
Koffsman as its first president. He received the first
ORT Alumni Achievement Award at the March 2008
Annual Meeting.

The importance of having a planned giving programme
with various methods of giving was met with great
success as more than $12 million in bequests were
received in the past two years. A new ‘planned giving’
newsletter, Securing the Future, was sent to more than

66,000 ORT supporters in December 2007.

The de Gunzburg Society, named in memory of
ORT founder Horace de Gunzburg and former
Women’s American ORT National President Baroness
Pierre de Gunzburg, pays tribute to those who make
a special commitment to the future of ORT through
a planned gift, such as a bequest in a will or trust, a
gift annuity, charitable remainder trust, or have notified
their intention to do so. Members of the de Gunzburg
Society receive special recognition on ORT America’s
website and in national ORT publications, as well as a
distinctive pin.

Supporters who designate a verifiable gift of $50,000 or
more are additionally acknowledged with membership



in the de Gunzburg Society’s prestigious Heritage Club.
Irrevocable gifts of $1 million or more may qualify
donors for membership in World ORT’s elite 1880
Society. The de Gunzburg Society ‘Scroll of Life Eternal’
honours the memory of departed supporters who made
arrangements during their lifetime to leave a bequest or

planned gift to ORT America.

Innovate measures to communicate ORT’s mission and
relevancy in the twenty-first century included a major
national branding campaign in print, advertising and
online, featuring the tagline Educating individuals.
Impacting communities. Improving the world. lts
philanthropic story was shared through a diversity
of key media channels from The New York Times to
YouTube, in addition to dozens of Jewish, general and
niche media outlets. The communications campaign
included technology education, planned giving and
internet advertising, full page advertorials, and a major
website redesign and e-newsletter, aimed at building a
database of supporters.

Ongoing efforts to improve outreach and public
awareness of ORT’s work, as well as the overall image of
ORT around the United States, included ORT America’s
selection to preside over NASDAQ’s prestigious Closing
Bell Ceremony at Times Square. The event was broadcast
live to worldwide financial networks.

Additional public awareness included the airing of the
National Education Report, a five-minute video about
ORT, hosted by Hugh Downs and broadcast in the top
200 public service broadcasting and cable television

markets in September 2008, as well as linked to Google
and YouTube.

NORTH AMERICA FEDERATIONS AND
FOUNDATIONS

The World ORT Representative Office in North America
provides World ORT’s principal liaison with the UJC
(United Jewish Communities), the North American
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Federation system, and charitable foundations in North
America. During 2008 there was a significant rise in
activities following theaddition ofadeputy representative
tasked with increasing World ORT contact with North
American Federations and charitable foundations.

More than 80 communities in North America have
now provided direct support to one or more ORT
programmes in Israel, the CIS and Baltic States, and
Argentina. In addition, several foundations made direct
grants to ORT programmes in the US and Israel.

The federations responded to ORT’s Kadima Mada
— Science Journey initiative in Israel with support
for wide range of programmes to improve educational
opportunities for students and to assist students who are
socially disadvantaged.

Teacher Empowerment Centres and other projects were
funded in Sha'ar HaNegev, and Beersheba in the south
and in and Nesher in the north. Support from American
teenagers through Teen Foundations continued from
2007, providing funds for students in the south of Israel
who have been victims of sustained rocket attacks on
their schools, launched from neighbouring Gaza.

During 2008 federations recognized the potential crisis
facing Jewish education in the CIS and Baltic States
and several provided much needed funds to continue
the transportation and meals programme at 16 ORT
day schools. Federations and the UJC continue to
include ORT in their high level missions, with ORT
hosting several hundred participants during the year.
Virtually no federation travels to the CIS or Israel
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without including an ORT visit or briefing by World
ORT representatives.

ORT CANADA

ORT Canada completed another successful year
of fundraising activities through its two principal
fundraising organizations, ORT Montreal and ORT
Toronto. ORT Canada’s chapters in Winnipeg, Calgary,
Edmonton, and Vancouver continued to hold regular
meetings and successful fundraising events.

ORT Toronto: ORT Toronto’s funding for 2008 was
directed to ORT programmes in Israel, Cuba, and
India. The ORT Toronto Chapter held several successful
events in 2008. These included a theatre night and a
golf classic. The 34th Annual Golden Circle Luncheon
honoured Anna Porter, author of the award winning
book, Kasztner’s Train. The luncheon was addressed by

World ORT President Dr. Jean de Gunzburg,.

ORT Montreal: Through the generosity of supporters
and the hard work of volunteers, ORT Montreal
raised more than half a million dollars in 2008.
The eighth annual ORT Montreal Taste of Summer
Auction took place in May 2008. More than 400
people attended the event that raised over $60,000.
Seven hundred and thirty guests attended ORT
Montreal’s 25th Annual Benefit Gala in November
2008. The event ended with a gathering where ORT
Montreal supporters had the opportunity to build
and renew contacts with the Montreal business and
professional community.

BRITISH ORT

British ORT, established in 1921, is the oldest
fundraising organization in the World ORT family.
Donations from British-based donors exceed one

million dollars a year to support the vital projects
administered by World ORT.

The much needed funds raised in Britain have in previous
years been directed to specific projects in Ukraine, Israel,
Argentina, Latvia and Russia. In 2008 British ORT
focused principally on raising funds for the Kadima
Mada — Science Journey Programme in Israel.

Top calibre speakers attended British ORT events in
2008 and 2007. Sir Stuart Rose, chief executive of the
British and international retailer Marks & Spencer,
addressed a 300-strong audience at the 2008 Annual
Business Breakfast. The Patrons Dinner was generously
hosted by His Excellency Ron Prosor, Ambassador of
Israel to the UK, at his London residence.

In 2007, the Annual Business Breakfast was addressed
by guest speaker Lord Stevens of Kirkwhelpington,
former Commissioner of the Metropolitan Police and
now International Security Advisor to the British Prime
Minister, who spoke on the threat of terrorism.

The Annual Summer Luncheon at Kent House, with
Michael Gove MP was one of the main attractions
of 2008, as was the Annual Summer Luncheon of
2007, with guest speaker Carol Thatcher, journalist
and broadcaster and daughter of former British Prime

Minister Lady Margaret Thatcher.

The annual Bridge Brunch, which is a regular event,
continued to be highly successful as an occasion to raise

funds and bring people together.

ORT SWITZERLAND

Switzerland hosts the World ORT headquarters in Geneva.
The office also oversees many World ORT International
Cooperation programmes. Four fundraising committees
are based in Geneva, Basel, Zurich and Berne.



Among the major events of 2008 was the ORT
Switzerland (Geneva) annual Gala Dinner. This
event, held in September, raised funds for the
ORT Mexico Media Centre. The evening featured
a performance by a Mexican band and was made
possible through the generous support of Monica
and Arturo Merikanskas.

ORT Switzerland’s support for the World ORT Latin
America Campaign was launched at the 2007 Gala
Dinner, held at Hotel Beau-Rivage by Lake Geneva
which featured a charity auction conducted by the
Senior Vice President of Christie’s Switzerland.

The ORT Switzerland international Jacqueline Maus
Bridge Tournament, a regular major fundraising event,
is held in November each year.

ORT NETHERLANDS, ORT BELGIUM,
AND ORT GERMANY

The dedicated ORT fundraising committees of ORT
Netherlands, ORT Belgium and ORT Germany
continued their support for World ORT programmes
throughout 2007 and 2008. Funds raised by these
committees made a significant difference to the lives
and education of hundreds of students and their
communities in Israel and elsewhere.

AUSTRALIAN ORT

Australian ORT’s main challenge is to introduce
World ORT to the Australian educational community
in general and specifically to the Australian Jewish
community.

Australian ORT plans to initiate projects that will
connect the local educational community with the
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projects World ORT provides around the world and to
raise funds for those projects.

ORT JET (Jewish Entrepreneur Training) is a
programme based on the model developed by ORT
South Africa and hasalready benefitted many people. The
programme assists new start-up and struggling businesses
by matching them with successful businessmen to act as
mentors.

in support of operational programmes. It is this leverage
that enables ORT to maintain its critical margin of
excellence. Since 2002 World ORT has produced
results that have exceeded budget expectations, thereby
creating a stable financial position for both World ORT
and World ORT Trust. This situation has been achieved
by an increase in revenue combined with strong control
over costs, particularly in the running the World ORT’s
Administrative Office in London. Encouraging growth
while maintaining a level headcount, World ORT has
built several integrated systems to control finances at

project-level and at pledge-level, and introduced financial
monitoring into the normal operational activity of its
employees.

World ORT’s revenue has fluctuated during the last
decade. However, 2001 began a definite upward trend.

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FINANCIAL CONTROLS AND GOVERNANCE

World ORT is proud of the financial controls and
governance that it has built up over the years and which
it continues to maintain. These include: a Procedures
Manual that is continually updated; an independent
internal audit function; the use of a major international
accounting firm for external audits; a Finance Committee
and Audit and Risk Committee. In addition, in the
recentlast three years past weWorld ORT has have been
subject to three government audits including Inland
Revenue, VAT and customs duties, all of which have
produced excellent outcomes.

COSTS

World ORT has made considerable efforts over the
years to reduce the financial burden of administrative
costs. While operational activities have increased
bringing a commensurate rise in fundraising revenues,
as can be seen from the graph above, these gains have
been achieved without any increase in administrative
overheads. Administrative costs currently represent only

approximately 5 percent of fundraising revenue, an
achievement of which World ORT is proud.
